[bookmark: _GoBack]I have found one reference to the camp by a German pow who was held here for just a few days: 
“8-03-1945 Transportation to England
Embarkation in many small boats began on 8-3-1945. After arrival in England we were transported over three days in railway goods wagons and lorries to Hampton Park, London. We were accommodated in tents. Polish officers questioned us several times. Here I was given my prisoner’s number — No. 659302 together with my release number No. 26 which predicted a longer stay on the Island.” On the 14 march he was transported to another camp.
