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For this camp I can find no information at all which is unusual – there are usually at least some wartime memories. No details held by the local history society and an online search of the council archives revealed nothing at all.

There are 3 buildings with the name of Claremont in Abergavenny:

Claremont House at 15 Nevill Street, NP7 5AA - SO 298 142. Now offices. It is believed that this building was re-named as Claremont well after WW2, so is not likely to be the site.

Claremont Hall at 32 Monmouth Road, NP7 5HL – SO 303 136. Now flats.	]
