Before the camp: Country House and Park. The park was used as a transit camp for US troops prior to D-day.

Pow Camp: Reported to have held Italian and then German pows.

Somerset HER; 15458: Second World War camp, Barwick House. “Along the drive to the house and in the woods behind it are the concrete bases of a WW2 camp…

The bases along the drive are almost completely overgrown but surviving bits indicate 20 ft huts. The woods were not visited and neither was the sewage works to the south of the house which presumable dates to this period.

Barwick House Camp is identified in German records as a Prisoner of War Camp (No. 405).

RAF vertical aerial photographs of c1946 show clearly an area of huts, some already dismantled, to the N of the house as well.

A large camp of Quonset huts was established by the 41st and 92nd Replacement Battalions through which several thousand soldiers passed on their way to the battlefields.”
