April 1947 – “Weston” listed as a satellite camp to Knighthorpe Camp 28 (336 pows), together with the 3 hostels listed for camp 407. It remained open to early 1948.

After the camp: 2020 – 634 is shown as a farm / 635 is shown as Tarasivka. Converted water tower at the camp came up for sale at £500,000 in 2020.

Ticknall. Just before and after these entries, the hostel was listed with Garendon Camp 28.

November 1946 – Attached to camp 407. Hostel leader; Erdmann.

January 1947 – listed again with 407.

April 1947 – With Camp 28, same hostel leader; Uffz Erdmann (A).

April 1948 – listed for a short time as a hostel for Nether Heage Camp 58.
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
