September 1945 – Appendix to HQ Southern Command War Diary; “599 Aldershot – Italian working company – capacity 300.”

Postal items seen – Letter-sheet to Italy 1946 as camp 676.

June 1947 – note for East Cams Camp 251 that Camp 676 was closing.

After the camp: 2020 still in military use.
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
