Before the camp: Ordnance / storage depot and workshops with accommodation for civilian workers and military, mainly in Nissen huts – the smaller buildings shown to the N of Old Dalby Road.

Pow Camp: The pow camp was believed to have held about 300 pows, though the War Establishment number gave a capacity for about 1000. Local history states it opened in 1943 and held Italian then German pows.

March 1948 – listed as a hostel for Langar Camp 262.

After the camp: The depot closed in 1996. Old Dalby Business Park.
